. Level Definition

Positions at this level perform autopsies according to standard procedures, oversee the operation of the autopsy service
and/or supervise Pathology Attendant II's.

1. Typical Duties

1. Prepares cadavers for autopsy; performs autopsies according to standard procedures as assigned by Pathologist;
replaces organs after autopsy and sews up cadaver.

2. Supervises Pathology Attendant II's and other designated staff by performing duties such as scheduling and
coordinating work assignments, evaluating employee performance and determining related training and orientation
requirements.

3. Oversees and updates standards and procedures for assigned area; ensures safety practices and procedures are
adhered to.

4. Ensures maintenance of morgue supplies and equipment.

5. Performs other related duties as assigned.
